Visitor

Visitors are users who are not logged into the system. We have no way of tracking or authenticating them. Their access to the database is kept absolutely minimal.

14 Enter zip code

Visitor enters their zipcode and then is allowed to browse products.  When users first access the site they are immediately prompted to submit their zip code.  Since our primary function is that of a delivery business we need to know their zip code in order to know how to best serve their needs.

15 Browse products

Visitor navigates through the different products availble based on there closest store.  People will probably not register with our site if they do not know what we sell. Therefore our products catalogue should be open to all users.

16 Create account

Visitor enters their information and stores it under an account.  By creating an account as a registered user a visitor becomes a customer.

Insert new record into UserEmails table, insert new record into UserPhoneNumbers table, insert new record into UserAddresses table, insert new record into Users table

Customer

Customers are users who are currently logged into the system. We will have to keep track of their billing information, addresses, phone numbers etc.

17 Login to system

Customer enters login and password and then is allow to add lemonade to their account.  Before or a user to be recognized as a customer they must first login.  This entails entering a username and password and then hitting submit. Hitting the submit button will kick them to some generic welcome screen.

Select Password and UserName from Users table

18 Browse products

Customer navigates through the products and has the option to add them to their shopping cart.  Customers will at some point need to see the products we are selling. This will require giving them access to the product list. The list should include relevant information such as product price and a useful description of the product.

Select from Products, ProductPrices, StorePrices tables where StoreId equals the customers closest store.

19 Add item to order

Users click on an item to add the item to their shopping cart. The shopping cart keeps a tally of items the customer wishes to purchase and the total cost of all items.

Tables affected: OrderItems, Orders



Insert new record to OrderItems table when user clicks on item.



Insert new record to Orders table the first time a customer clicks on an item in a given session.

20 Remove item from order

Users, when looking at their shopping cart can remove items. Users will need the option to remove items for their shopping cart if they decide they don’t want them, or if they accidentally add the wrong item.

21 Submit order

When a shopping cart contains all the products a customer wishes to purchase the customer finalizes their part of the transaction by hitting the submit button, thereby submitting their order and deducting the price of the order from their credit card.
